Some O.B. buildings vanish or functions
change almost overnight and new ones appear. The cliffs erode and scenery changes. The
OBHS Archives provide an invaluable window into O.B.’s past.

Three of such
complexes were built
on O.B.’s cliffs.

The two massive
complexs at the foot of
Orchard Ave. and
Pescadero Dr. have been
costly, due to heavy
erosion. The once sandy
cove and cliffside were
replaced by large
seawalls and boulders.
