Mignon Scherer passed on March 25, 2017 at the
age of 92. She was an icon of womanhood

throughout her life starting as a fashion model, then
a “Rosie the Riveter”, a teacher, and a mother of

three. In the late 1960s living in Ocean Beach she became polit-
ically active and worked to establish the 30 ft. Height Limit law

along much of San Diego’s coastline, she managed mayoral
candidate Virginia Taylor in 1972, as a senior she was voted
onto the Point Loma Planning Board, and fought for environ-
mental causes her entire life. At the age of 58 she obtained a 
Master’s in Psychology degree and practiced from her home in
Point Loma. 
Mignon will be dearly missed.
